Thursday, September 4, 2025     -     Poultry Testing begins at 5 PM, Judging begins at 7 PM
RULES
1. Exhibitors must be a resident of Major County, belong to a Major County 4-H or FFA Club, attend a Major County School, or reside in a Major County School District. 
2. All exhibitors will abide by the general rules & regulations of the Major County Fall Free Fair.
3. Exhibitors must have owned and personally cared for their poultry at least 30 days prior to the day of the show.
4. Exhibitors can enter 1 entry per class. And must enter using the Poultry and Rabbit Paper Entry Form (NEW 2025)
5. All poultry entries must be of recognized breeds. Birds of a breed not listed on the back side of this page will show in the Other Standard Breeds Class.
6. All breeds must be pre-determined by exhibitors AND BE WRITTEN ON THE ENTRY FORM AT THE TIME OF ENTRY. 
7. Definitions: 
a) Cock, 12 months old or more. 
b) Hen, 12 months old or more. 
c) Cockerel, under 12 months old. 
d) Pullet, under 12 months old. 
e) Trio, consists of a cock and two hens, or cockerel two pullets of the same variety. All poultry exhibited shall be free of visible evidence of disease.
8. Exhibitors will furnish their own feeders and water containers and should feed, water, and clean cages as necessary.
9. All entries will be required to take a blood test 
10. A state-certified poultry tester will be present to take blood samples. The Major County Free Fair will pay the testing fees.
11. JUDGE’S DECISION IS FINAL.
12. All entries in this division will be released at 4:00 PM on Friday, September 5th. 
13. Premiums will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place finishers in each class.

Standard Rabbit Rules:
1. Must be owned by the exhibitor for no less than 30 days prior to the show.
2. Rabbits will show no signs of illness (crusty nose, sniffing, watery eyes).
3. Rabbits must meet breed specifics mandated by the American Rabbit Breeders Association to show in breed or show in the AOB (pet class).
4. Each exhibitor is limited to 2 does and 2 bucks maximum.
5. Classes available for the following breeds: California, Dutch, Florida White, Havana, Holland Lop, Mini Lop, Mini Rex, Metherlands Dward, New Zealand, Polish, Thianta, All Other Breeds (AOB)

Meat Rabbit Pen Rules
1. The exhibitor must own/care for the rabbits starting 5 weeks before the show date.
2. Meat rabbits can be purchased from any breeder.
3. Breeds that are acceptable for show: Californian, New Zealand. 
4. Rabbit pens will be of the same breed and variety, but do not have to come from the same litter.
5. An exhibitor will present a pen (3 rabbits) for evaluation and can only enter one pen per class.
