Their success in competing with their neighbors stimulates them to greater efforts and their failures teach them where their work has been at fault. The success of the Free Fair depends greatly upon the efforts of various entities. The Fair Board will spare no pains to make everything pleasant and as comfortable for the public as it is possible to do. Remember, this is a free fair—no admission is charged. It is your fair. With the right kind of cooperation, the Major County Free Fair will be second to none in the state.

GENERAL RULES
1. The Major County Fair Board of the Major County Free Fair reserves the right to interpret the rules and regulations and to arbitrarily settle all questions. In connection with the fair.
2. The management reserves the right to amend or add to these rules, as they deem necessary or advisable without further notice. In the event of conflict with general and special rules, the latter will govern.
3. All exhibitors must be residents of Major County, a member of a Major County 4-H Club, FFA Chapter, FCCLA Chapter, a bona fide member of a Major County OHCE Group, or attend a Major County School or reside in a Major County School District.
4. All property of every character entered for competition or display, or for any other purpose, will be subject to the control of the Fair Board, but in no case shall the Fair Board or any of its officers be held responsible for any loss, damage, or injury to any character of to any such property while same is under the control of the Fair Board.
5. Exhibitors of livestock will be required to keep their stall open, clean and in order and their stock accessible to visitors at all reasonable hours during the Free Fair.
6. The Major County Fair Board WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY ACCIDENTS OR INJURY TO ANY EXHIBITOR OR ANY OTHER PERSONS attending the Major County Free Fair.
7. No Junior exhibitor (4-H or FFA) will be allowed on the fairgrounds after 11:00p.m. without written permission of parents AND Extension Director or Ag Instructor.
8. If any article has been entered in any previous Major County Free Fair, it is not eligible to compete in the 2025 Free Fair.


ENTRY RULES
· Articles not listed will not be exhibited.
· All entries must be pre-entered.
· No article or animal will be allowed to enter except in the name of its bona fide owner. Each exhibitor must show his or her own animal, except in case of illness or school function conflict.
· All exhibits of crops must have been grown during the year 2025 crops.
· The Fair Board will furnish judges in all departments. The Fair Board reserves the right to substitute judges in case of necessity.
· ALL EXHIBITS ARE REQUIRED TO HAVE AN ENTRY CARD FOR LIVESTOCK, AND/OR AN ENTRY TAG FOR ALL POULTRY, RABBITS, NON-LIVESTOCK ENTRIES. HORSE EXPO ENTRIES WILL HAVE BACKTAGS. Livestock Entry cards will be provided.  Exhibitors are required to see that their exhibits are properly tagged and entered. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to see that all information on the entry tag is correct. Cards can be obtained at the Fair Office. Actual exhibits (excluding livestock) will be brought to the fairgrounds on Thursday, September 4, between 12:00p.m. and 7:00p.m. (See livestock rules for details). Entry tags for non-livestock, poultry, rabbits, and horse back tags entries will be available after pre-entries are made, during the specified time, at the OSU Extension Center, and must be picked up by 4:30p.m. on Wednesday, September 3.


Awarding Committee
· When there is no competition, the judges will specify whether the article is worth the class. Awards will be given by the single judge system. No appeal will be considered except  in case of protest.
· When special premiums are offered, they shall be paid directly by the donor.
· All judges and award committees must be wholly disinterested directly or indirectly in the decisions which they may have voiced.  
· Interference with judges is not allowed. When judges have  carefully examined all articles and decided, the superintendent of the department will promptly mark the results and attach ribbons to the exhibits until the conclusion of the Free Fair.


Protests & Appeals
1. All protests must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit of $50.00, which will be forfeited if protest is not sustained. Said protest must state plainly the cause of the complaint or appeal and name and address of witnesses must be filed with the secretary of the Fair Board who in turn shall refer it to the Major County Fair Board whose decision shall be final. The protest of appeal must be made within 24 hours after the award is made.



2. The right of an exhibitor to appeal from the decision of a judge to the Board can only happen when it is charged that the award has been made in violation of the rules governing the exhibit or when  it is charged that the decision of the judge has been influenced or interfered with by another.
3. In addition to the rights to protest herein guaranteed to exhibitors, the Fair Board reserves the right to take cognizance of fraud, consummated or attempted, in connection with an exhibit and take such action as may be deemed just and proper and as may be warranted in the premises.
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Code of Ethics
Believing it is in the best interest of all exhibitors to maintain a reputation of integrity and to continue to present a wholesome and progressive image in the show ring, the following list of practices are considered unacceptable in the presentation of livestock. The use of such practices of procedures is, therefore, considered a violation of the Rules & Regulations governing the show. The official code of ethics of the Oklahoma State Fair Handbook, will be followed including, but not limited to:

· Misrepresentation of the age or breed of the animal for the class in which it is entered.
· Striking the animal to cause swelling.
· Any attempt to change the natural color of an animal.
· Administration of a drug of any kind except for the treatment of a recognized disease or injury.

6. Exhibitors eligible for the showmanship award must show their own animal, exhibitors must be enrolled in 4-H or FFA in Major County and show in the junior  division.

 There will be 3 divisions:
Grade as of September 1
1. Senior- Grades 9-12
2. Intermediate- Grades 6-8
3. Junior– Grades 3-5
4. Two entry cards for sheep, beef, goats, and swine should be filled out with weight. One card will be turned in for entry and the second will be retained to present in the show ring upon completion of the class. Hogs must have pseudo-rabies number and premise ID number on the entry card.
5. Market classes will be divided as evenly as possible with no class to exceed 8 entries.
6. Any individual showing an animal for another junior exhibitor must be a member of a Major County 4-H or FFA Chapter.
7. ANIMALS WILL BE RELEASED WHEN ALL OTHER EXHIBITS ARE RELEASED.


BEEF
Show order: Heifers, Prospects, Markets, Showmanship 

1. Steers and commercial heifers will be shown by weight. Cards must be turned in by the designated time.
2. NO PAINT, NO GLUE.
3. Prospect steers will weigh 1000 pounds and under.
4. Market steers will weigh 1001 pounds and over.
5. Beef cards will be due at 4:00p.m. on Friday, September 5.
6. Beef breeding classes consist of all purebreds represented. Heifers must be registered in the exhibitor’s name and papers must accompany entry. Commercial heifers will be weighed. Classes will be divided at the discretion of the beef superintendent.
7. Bred and owned heifer show will begin at the conclusion of the regular heifer show– following breed guidelines. 


HEIFERS
All heifers with papers will be offered a class as papered. Papered heifers will be shown by age. Commercial heifers will be shown by weight. Breeds will show alphabetically followed by AOB and Commercial. A minimum of 3 will be required to make a breed. All non-papered heifers will show as Commercial. Max heifer age is September 1 of 2023. 


PROSPECT STEERS
The following breeds will be recognized with classes available for each breed. Breeds will show in the following order. The lightest weight of the class will show first.

Market Steers will be shown by division and broken by weight only. Other recognized breeds will be added, as needed. The lightest weight of class will show first.
