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GUIDELINES FOR MAYES COUNTY 4-H EVENTS AND ACTIVITIES

4-H Membership
Any boy or girl may enroll as a 4-H member in Oklahoma after they have reached their ninth birthday. Boys and girls may remain in 4-H as members providing they have not passed their nineteenth birthday before January 1 of the year in which they participate, or until January 1 following graduation from high school, whichever occurs first. This membership is not dependent upon race, color, national origin, sex, religion, marital status, place of residence, or membership in any other organization.

An individual who meets these requirements and properly completes a 4-H enrollment card an enrollment form that is on file in the County Extension Center is considered a bona fide 4-H member.

A new enrollment card MUST be filled out each year to remain a 4-H member in Mayes County. 
Age Categories:

In order to more closely follow the guidelines of the District and State 4-H Offices the age classifications have been changed to as follows:

Junior Division: Junior Division - 4-H members who have not reached their 14th birthday before January 1st of the current 4-H year.

Senior Division: Senior Division - 4-H members who have reached their 14th birthday before Jan. 1st of the current 4-H year.
Some of the competitive events have an intermediate division and in those events please refer to the contest guidelines provided in this handbook for the age categories.
Place of Membership
Youth are encouraged to enroll as a 4-H member in either the county where they reside or the county where they attend school. Exceptions to this policy must be mutually agreed upon by the Extension staff of the counties involved.

Where to Enroll
A boy or girl may become a 4-H member in Mayes County at any time during the year following their ninth (9th) birthday. They should fill out the appropriate forms (enrollment card) at that time. Exception to this rule is 8 year olds can enroll as a 4-H member so they can meet the requirements of the following fair board rule: 4-H exhibitors at the county fair must be members of a 4-H club for a period of not less than 90 days prior to opening day of the fair. 4-H club members must be 9 years old on or before opening day of the fair to be eligible to exhibit.

Volunteer Enrollment

Volunteers must also re-enroll each year by December 30th.

Share The Fun Guidelines

The Share-the-Fun Program incorporates objectives that allow 4-H participants to have fun while developing team work, leadership, and skills of working together cooperatively on a club project.  

Who Can Participate:

1.
Senior Division - 4-H members ages 14-18 before January 1 of  the current 4-H year.

2. 
Junior Division - 4-H members ages9-13  before January 1st of the current 4-H year.

3.
Cloverbud Division – 4-H members between the ages of 5-8 before January 1st of the current year.  There will be a 3 minute limit and each member will receive a participation ribbon.
3. 
Important - No group who performs regularly and frequently for pay can participate in Share The Fun. However, a member of such a group can join with other 4-H members and participate.

Divisions:  

1.   Individual - Act consisting of one person plus accompanist, if needed.

2.   Small Group - Act consisting of two, three, or four persons. 

3.   Large Group - Act consisting of five or more persons.

NOTE:  NO MEMBER CAN BE IN MORE THAN THREE (3)  ACTS AND IN ONLY ONE (1) IN EACH DIVISION -- INDIVIDUAL, SMALL GROUP, OR LARGE GROUP.

Appropriateness of Acts

Share-The-Fun acts should be in the highest moral character and uphold the high standards and principles of 4-H.  Acts that are considered in poor taste or inappropriate behavior WILL NOT be allowed.  This includes inappropriate slang, costume, props, slander against race or religion, implications of alcohol, sex, or violence.  It is the responsibility of the county staff to determine appropriateness of the act -- not the judges or committee.

Disqualifications

Acts may be disqualified at the discretion of the Share-The-Fun Committee.

MAYES COUNTY 4-H RITUAL CONTEST GUIDELINES

The goal of this contest is:

A. Encourage first year members to learn the 4-H Ritual which is a part of the opening exercise of every 4-H meeting.

B. Provide experience in public speaking.

A copy of the Ritual may be obtained from any 4-H leader or the County Extension Office.

Rules:
1. A beginning 4-H member, age 9-11, participating in their first County 4-H Speech and Demonstration Contest is eligible for this contest.

2. Contestants will enter contest room one at a time as called by the adult supervisor.

3. The adult supervisor will recite the Vice President’s part of the ritual with the 4-H member responding with the member’s part before a judge.

4. The adult supervisor and the judge will not stand during any of the contest (for example: the Pledge of Allegiance)

5. There will be three divisions: nine, ten and eleven year olds.

6. A member cannot compete in this contest more than once.
7. The District Speech Contest Ritual Contest only has a category for 9 year olds. 
Each contestant will receive a ribbon with the winner receiving a trophy.

EXTEMPORANEOUS SPEECH GUIDELINES

Beginner and Intermediate Guidelines

1. Participants will be expected to prepare a speech on an object or topic provided at the contest.  

2. Participants will select one object or topic from the supervising adult.  They have the option of selecting another object or topic, however they must use the second topic as their contest extemporaneous subject.

3. Participants will have five (5) minutes to prepare their speech.

4. The object or topic must be shown or stated before the speech begins.

5. No one is allowed to consult with the participants after they have selected a topic.

6. Participants must present their speech within five (5) minutes of selecting of the topic.

7. Speech length will be at least one (1) minute for Juniors and two (2) minutes for Intermediates.    Timekeeper will signal time.  Speeches that do not meet these minimum time limits are not eligible for trophies and will receive a red ribbon only.
8. Judge may ask questions following the speech.  Questions will be relevant and designed to secure verification, clarification or amplification.

9. No materials may be utilized by participant to prepare for the presentation, except paper and pencil.  Paper and pencil will be provided for the individual.

10. Each contestant will be permitted to make notes during the preparation time.

11. Participants must give all notes used during the speech to the judge concluding the speech.

12. Extemporaneous speeches will be judged on the following criteria:  organization, delivery, how closely speaker followed the rules.

13. Results will be announced at the conclusion of the contest.  Awards will be presented at that time.  

MAYES COUNTY 4-H

EXTEMPORANEOUS SPEECH GUIDELINES
Advanced Guidelines
1. Contestants will be expected to prepare for speeches on topics relating to the 4-H program, 4-H projects, youth issues and/or impacts 4-H can have on these issues.

2. Topics will be selected by, or be under the supervision of the contest chairperson.  Topics will be phrased in the form of a question specific enough for the judges to determine whether the speech is relevant to the topic.

3. Contestants will be allowed to draw two (2) topics and must select one (1) and report the topic to the person supervising the drawing.

4. The questions selected will be recorded by the person supervising the drawing.

5. The question must be stated in the exact words before the speech begins or as a part of the speech.  The contestant must hand the question to the judge before beginning to speak.

6. No one is allowed to consult with the contestant after they have selected a topic.

7. Participants must present their speech within ten (10) minutes of selecting the topic.

8. The suggested speech length is at least three (3) minutes and not more than seven (7) minutes. 

9. The speech may be followed by questions from the judge.  Each question will be relevant and designed to secure verification, clarification, or amplification.

10. Each contestant will be permitted to make notes during their preparation time.
11. Each contestant will give all notes used during the speech to the judge after concluding the speech.

12. Each speech will be judged on the following criteria:  organization, delivery, and how closely the speaker followed the rules.

13. Results will be announced at the conclusion of the contest.  Awards will be presented at that

      time.

POWERPOINT

PRESENTATION GUIDELINES

1. The PowerPoint presentation contest is for 4-H members to demonstrate the skills necessary to develop and present a Power Point presentation in a professional manner.

4-H members who participate in this contest should develop and demonstrate public speaking skills using a PowerPoint presentation as an illustration to add emphasis to their presentation. The PowerPoint program is not meant to be the members’ presentation; it is designed to add dimension and illustration to the members’ public speaking presentation.  4-H members are expected to design and create their own PowerPoint presentation.

Oklahoma 4-H Key Club: An Explanation

Membership in the Oklahoma 4-H Key Club is an honor extended only to top 4-H members. It is an honor that you must work hard for, but upon receiving the award, you and your Cooperative Extension staff will feel pride and satisfaction for a job well done.
History

Since 1950, 4-H Key Club has been recognizing the accomplishments of Oklahoma youth in the 4-H Program.  The club seeks to honor those 4-H members who possess leadership, loyalty, and a sense of responsibility to the total 4-H Program.

Objectives

The objectives of this organization are:

1. To recognize the outstanding accomplishments of Oklahoma’s very top 4-H members.

2. To provide a common bond among former 4-H members.

3. To further develop 4-H work in Oklahoma.

The program is based on standards. Individuals meeting these standards are eligible to become members. Key Club is an honor society for 4-H members who have done outstanding work in the organization. Once 4-Hers become Key Club members they accept the obligation to support the 4-H organization throughout their lives, both financially and with their time.  Key Club members also strive to stay updated with Oklahoma 4-H and Oklahoma 4-H Key Club.
Qualifications for Membership

The applicant:

1. Must be a 4-H member.

2. Must be at least 15 years old or older on January 1, on the year of application.

3. Must submit completed application form by the published state record book deadline.

4. Must accumulate the minimum number of points (400) on the application form.

5. Must be approved by the responsible county Cooperative Extension Educator.

6. Must make at least one presentation to a 4-H Group about Key Club.

7. Must make at least one presentation to a non-4-H Group, such as non-4-H youth or adults, about the

4-H youth development program.

Awards

Every applicant who qualifies for Key Club is eligible to receive a Key Club certificate and key. Keys and certificates will be provided at the induction ceremony at 4-H Roundup.
Membership Procedures

1. Key Club membership is awarded only to 4-H members who qualify based on the application.

2. Each county will designate an Extension Educator or staff member to verify the information in the application and submit the names of eligible members selected from the county to the state 4-H office.
3. There is no limit on the number of applicants from a county for a given year.

4. Applicants will become official Key Club members contingent upon the Extension Educator forwarding delegates name to State 4-H Office by the published state record book deadline.

5. Each county Extension Educator will be responsible for:

· getting the application forms to the prospective members.

· checking and approving application forms.

sending selected names to  the State 4-H Office by the published deadline.
