Along with completing the scholarship application, applicants must provide a typed 300+ word essay discussing: 

• Your involvement with the horse community and how it has benefited you and influenced your 
educational and life goals. Please include specific examples of goals you have set and reached because 
of the skills you have acquired through your involvement with horses.

• What impact will this scholarship have on you and your plans to continue your education.
• Describe your future, post-college career plans.
