Height: 40-60° Width: 40-60° Fall color red/red orange Tough, tolerates drought and poor soil

Chaste Tree Vitex Agnus-castus ~ Oklahoma Proven* Utilitree**  Drought tolerant
Height 16’ Width 10-12° Great for pollinators, blooms all summer till frost

Burr Oak Quercus macrocarpa Oklahoma Proven*  Tough, tolerates drought and poor soil
Height : 70-80° Width 80° slow growth- 1 foot per year huge acorns, live 200-300 years

Arizona Cypress Cupressus arizonica ‘Blue Ice’  Oklahoma Proven* Tough, tolerates drought and poor
soil

Height: 40-50° Width 15-20° Drought tolerant, Prone to bagworms
